UPDATE ON THREE WORSHIP SERVICES: God is Good! | am hap-
py to share that worship numbers in both the 11lam services are holding
strong. Many (including myself at times) asked, “When we go to two 1lam
services, how will our average of 180 in attendance divide up? Will it be
20/80% or 35/65%?” Through research of examining photos of worship
attendance over two Sundays, it appeared that it might very well be close
to a 48/52% split. In other words, almost 50/50%.

And God showed up! The first Sunday, rather than 180, we had 204! 98 in
one service and 106 in the other 11am service. Plus we have been averag-
ing almost 100 at the 8:30am service on the Square!

Our new 11lam average when you add the two 1lam services together is
209!
